Happy Dollars:   Terry Keyes was happy that Sergeant-at-Arms Norm Meltzerõs jokes were 
finished.   Gary Oberhelman was happy to be here at Rotary instead of where he was last 
week.   Sherrie Hansen was happy that the market seems to be rebounding.   Neal Smith 
was happy that he was able to fill-up in Las Vegas for only $3.15 / gal. on his way back from 
his class reunion.   Holly Porter offered Happy Dollars in celebration of the end of soccer sea-
son. 
 
October 14th Program:  Dr. Michael T. Benson,  President of Southern Utah University, since 
November 10, 2006, highlighted its recent accomplish-
ments, awards and aspirations.  Prior to coming to SUU as 
its 15th president, Dr. Benson served as the 14th President of 
Snow College for five years.   He earned a BA cum laude 
from BYU and a doctorate in Modern Eastern History from 
the University of Oxford (St. Antonyôs College) where he 
was a Rotary Foundation Scholar.  Dr. Benson is a commit-
ted fundraiser who raised more money in his five-year ten-
ure as Snow College President than had been raised in the 
institutionôs previous 117 years.    Just two weeks into his 
tenure at SUU, he announced a $3 million gift that was earmarked for the expansion of the 
Science Complex.   He has launched the ñFuture is Rising Campaignò that is unprecedented in 
size and scope.   The funds raised over the next several years will move SUU from an excel-
lent regional institution to a university renown the world-over for its quality, research and lead-
ership. 
 
SUU is already receiving national recognition as is evidenced by several examples shared by 
Dr. Benson.   SUU was ranked as ñBest in the Westò by The Princeton Review which also rated 
it among ñAmericaôs Best Value Collegesò for 2007.   SUU has been ranked on the top ten list 
in Consumerôs Digestôs ñTop 50 Best Values for Public Colleges and Universities for the sec-
ond time in the past four years.   U.S. News and World Report  also ranked SUU among Amer-
icaôs Best Colleges in 2007.   As Dr. Benson so clearly articulated, a good reputation is as 
critical to an institution of higher learning as it is to a person.   He shared that SUU has been 
first in Utah State Higher Education for the past five years.  It has shown growth in both full-
time enrollment and headcount and has the largest freshman class ever and with the highest 
GPAôs and ACT scores.  There are two new bachelors degrees (Fine Arts in Music and Fine 
Arts in Theater). 
90% of the faculty have terminal degrees; 85% of the classes have fewer than 20 students; 
and less than 10% of the classes are taught by adjuncts. 
 
Dr. Benson noted that SUU is a regional university serving Southern Utah needs. This fall, 
SUU is offering 150 credits through online, ednet, and face-to-face instruction in partnership 
with Dixie State College.   Masterôs Degree Programs are offered in Public Administration, 
Sports Conditioning, Business Administration, Communication, Education, and Accounting.   
Undergraduate Degree Programs include Psychology, Criminal Justice, History, Math, Family 
& Consumer Science and Chemistry. 
 
Other sources of pride and evidence of SUU progress include the recent completion and ap-
proval of the Campus Master Plan, the participation by 1200 students in last Saturdayôs Ser-
vice Learning Experience, and the fact that 85% of SUUôs employees donated to the ñFuture is 
Risingò campaign.  Recent success of Thunderbird football has also provided national expo-
sure. 
 
SUU and, by extension, Southern Utah are beneficiaries of Dr. Bensonôs leadership and tire-
less persistence.    May his efforts continue to expand the educational opportunities available 
to the leaders of tomorrow.    He ended his presentation with a profound thought:  ñItôs all about 
education.  The one determinant in life is the level of education you attain - not your race, what 
you look like, or where you come from.ò
